Recognizing that toddlers need a balance of nurturing care and active
exploration, our classroom suite provides the perfect setting for their first
school experience. First Play children attend from 9 a.m. to 11:15 a.m., with
two- and four-day attendance options.

To ensure personalized attention and a nurturing environment during this
foundational year, we maintain a 1:4 teacher-to-child ratio.

A Sample Day

Soft Start: Calm entry with books and toys to spark imagination.
Mini-Circle: High-energy gathering with puppets, music, and a short
story.

Discovery Play: Hands-on exploration for fine motor development.
Gym Adventure: Active play in the gym.

Snack: Practice sitting together for a snack.

Closing Circle: Quiet time with a favorite book before going home.
